[image: image1.wmf]WGBH is seeking K-2 teachers who are interested in attending a graduate-level summer institute to discuss critical issues that affect elementary school classrooms.  Through lectures and discussions, participants will deepen their understanding of successful instruction.  Prospective course participants should be willing to be reflective, take risks, want to grow in their early literacy content knowledge, and be videotaped.  The workshop sessions, which will be based on programs produced by WGBH earlier this year, will be videotaped and incorporated as part of a series on effective practices for teaching reading.
This graduate level course features eight, 

2 1/2 hour sessions
What Are the Important Elements of Successful Literacy Instruction? How Do We Plan for Learning? How Do We Meet the Needs of All Students?  What Are the Related Issues?   What Can We Learn from Current Research?  

Participants will receive a $500 stipend.

Graduate level credits or PDP’s available.

Sessions will help teachers better understand the field of early literacy by promoting deep knowledge of the content that underlies the elementary school curriculum.  The course will provide provocative explorations of reading and writing activities that will encourage participants to develop and reflect on their own practice.  Sessions will feature content area specialists and 12 teacher participants.  WGBH will videotape the classes and use the footage as part of a new series of multimedia resources for teacher training in literacy.
